ROOMS AND SUITES DESIGN

The true highlight is the private wellness area, featuring a sauna with a Turkish steam shower and an outdoor jacuzzi on the balcony overlooking the peaks of the Matterhorn. It is the ideal solution for large families or small groups seeking privacy, space, and top-tier amenities.

Completing the accommodation offering are private chalets in traditional mountain style, spacious, bright, and full of authentic charm. They feature king or queen-size beds, living areas with sofa beds, and unparalleled views of the Matterhorn or the Plateau Rosà glacier. The wellness area also includes dedicated cabins for signature massages and personalized treatments, from hot stone therapy to relaxing full-body massages and post-ski sports treatments. All services are performed by specialized staff using high-quality products to promote a deep sense of wellbeing and regeneration.

The wellness offering is completed by a fully equipped gym and a yoga room, ideal for those who wish to start or end the day with a rejuvenating workout, as well as a relaxation and reading area with panoramic windows overlooking the Alpine landscape, perfect for restoring balance and tranquility.

A carefully selected range of signature cocktails draws on Alpine herbs and botanicals, offering guests a sensory journey through contemporary mixology.

The hotel’s Food & Beverage offering also includes convivial moments at the Après-Ski Bar, where signature cocktails and DJ sets come together, with the Matterhorn providing a stunning backdrop to an elegant and relaxed atmosphere.

TAILOR-MADE ALPINE EXPERIENCES

Principe delle Nevi offers a range of tailor-made activities designed to explore the mountains in all their dimensions, through culture, nature, gastronomy, and exclusive private moments.

Guests can personalize their stay by choosing from a variety of exciting winter and outdoor experiences: private ski lessons with dedicated instructors, skiing or snowboarding with an alpine guide on the most scenic slopes in the area, guided snowshoeing through snowy forests, or ski touring adventures to discover the mountains from a more authentic perspective. For those seeking adrenaline or truly memorable moments, options include snowmobile tours, guided winter excursions, night skiing under the stars, and the legendary heli-skiing at sunrise for fresh powder descents at high altitude.

The offering extends to experiences such as guided visits to the glacier and the Matterhorn Glacier Paradise, climbing with a guide, e-MTB or mountain bike tours, and panoramic guided hikes. Guests can also enjoy moments of pure relaxation, including picnics or aperitifs at altitude and sunrise yoga sessions in a chalet, allowing them to experience the mountains in every season and at their own pace.
